	Literature for children through the elementary grades.  Although the course does not fulfill the literature requirements, it may also be registered as a humanities course elective.

A. Introduction to literature for children: from traditional to modern treatments;

B. Basic history of children’s literature and the culture of the times in which it was written;

C. Discussion of the various genre, literary terms, and approaches associated with children’s literature;

D. Methodology for developing learning activities for children’s literature (lesson plans or various  presentations), including resources available online and in libraries;

E. Consideration of “early literacy” (speech/language and cognitive development) aspects;

F. Reinforcement of the importance of college level communication skills in discussions.

A. Recognize significant samples of children’s literature as forms of cultural and creative expression (Gen. Ed. requirements #1,2,3);  

B. Analyze the literature, demonstrating an understanding of the literary genre and terminology, and designate texts appropriate for certain age groups (#1,3);

C. Evaluate orally and in writing the criteria for selecting effective literature for children, via basic childhood development stages, as well as special recognition programs (Caldecott, Newbery, and ALA) and personal assessments (#4,6);

D. Develop activities to encourage children’s enjoyment of literature, enhancement of their language, and/or basic understanding of vital concepts about themselves and their world (#4,6);

E. Explore ways to deal with censorship and various selections of children’s literature (#4,5,6).
