1. Getting started, camera and film, loading film into camera, focusing and setting the exposure, taking your picture.

2. Basic camera controls, the shutter, the aperture.  Choosing a camera, special purpose cameras, Photographer at work.

3. Lens, pinhole cameras, lens, focal Length.  Special purpose lens, focusing your lens, Focus and depth of Field, perspective, how to make a close up photograph, guidelines for buying a lens, getting the most from your camera and lens.

4. Light and film, selecting and using film, how film responds to light, using filters.

5. Exposure, exposure basics, how to meter, using exposure

6. Developing the negative, how to process black and white film, Processing black and white roll film step by step, overexposure and underexposure, push processing.

7. Printing the positive, making black and white prints step by step, evaluating density and contrast, dodging and burning archival prints, toning.

8. Finishing the print and mounting, spotting to remove minor flaws, mounting a print.

9. Color, additive and subtractive systems, choosing color films, exposure latitude, color balance, developing color film, the negative, color print from transparency.

10. Digital; Cameras, computer with a lens, using a digital camera choosing a digital camera
